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What Causes Altitude Sickness?

Higher altitudes have lower levels of oxygen and decreased air
pressure. When you travel in a plane, drive or hike up a mountain, or
go skiing, your body may not have enough time to adjust. This can
result in acute mountain sickness. Your level of exertion also plays a
role. Pushing yourself too quickly hike up a mountain, for example,
may cause acute mountain sickness. 

What are the Symptoms of Mild Altitude Sickness?
If you have a mild case, you may experience

Dizziness
Headache
Muscle aches
Insomnia
Nausea and vomiting

Estes Park has a very active group called LOST
AND FOUND PETS IN THE ESTES VALLEY.  This is
your best source to post or find your lost pup.

In Colorado, there is a Good Samaritan law, making it legal to break the car
window to help get the pet out. Even on a 65° day when it’s sunny outside, your
car can be over 90° in just 10 minutes. You could be charged with animal cruelty,
resulting in a fine of up to $999 or one year in jail.
